REGULATIONS

In order to apply for St Marks National Wildlife Refuge Archery Hunt Permit, you will need to complete this worksheet and present it to any
license agent, tax collector’s office or you may apply online at www.wildlifelicense.com/fl and choose “Limited Entry/Quota Permits and
Applications.

- These permits are not transferable.
- Applicants may submit only one application for each hunt area.

- Each applicant must submit a $5 NON-REFUNDABLE application fee. A Wildlife Management Area permit is not required to apply for
a St. Marks Archery Hunt Permit.

- Applications may be submitted beginning at 10:00 a.m. (Eastern Time) June 15, 2009 through 11:59 p.m. (Eastern Time) July 30, 2009
in order to be included in the random drawing. Applications may be submitted at any license agent, tax collector’s office or on-line at
www.wildlifelicense.com/fl and choose “Limited Entry/Quota Permits and Applications.

- If successful in the random drawing, you must pick up and pay for your St. Marks National Wildlife Refuge Archery Hunt Permit at a
license agent or tax collector office. You cannot pay for your permit by mail or online.

- Drawing results and Hunt availability may be checked at www.MyFwc.com/hunting under “Limited Entry Hunts” then “Check Permit
Availability and Drawing Results.”

- Lost or destroyed St. Marks National Wildlife Refuge permits can be replaced at license agents or tax collector offices for a fee of $2.

- Regulations and bag limits are provided by the St. Marks National Wildlife Refuge (NWR) — Refuge Specific Regulations Brochures.

- Section @ PRINT your Customer ID number (located above your name on a current license), your Driver’s License Number or your
Social Security Number and your Date of Birth. In order for a resident to apply online, you must have a valid Florida Drivers License
(Florida ID Card or Florida Only Drivers License not acceptable). Florida residents who do not have a Florida Drivers License must apply at
a license agent or tax collector’s office and provide proof of Florida residency. Florida Youth under the age of 16, who do not have a Florida
Drivers License, may apply online as a Non-Resident using their Social Security number.

The Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) collects social security numbers (SSN) for the issuance of recreational and professional fishing
or hunting licenses or permits to an individual in accordance with s. 372.561 F.S. and 42 USC 666 for the purposes of administration of the Title 1\VV-D program for child support
enforcement, use by the commission, and as otherwise provided by law.

- Section @ PRINT your name and mailing address. Be sure this address is the mailing address for the applicant.

- Section @ In the space marked "Hunt Choice," indicate the hunt that you would like to apply for. Use the four-digit hunt number that appears to the
left of the hunt you choose. To apply for both hunt dates two separate worksheets must be processed

- Present this worksheet to any license agent, tax collector’s office (be sure to ask the clerk to return your worksheet to you) or you may
apply on-line at www.wildlifelicense.com/fl and choose “Limited Entry/Quota Permits and Applications.” St. Marks National Wildlife
Refuge Permit fees may only be paid for at a license agent or tax collectors office.
